Yesterday	I	lost	my	closest	fishing	partner	for	the	last	25	years.	He	was	also	my	Father-in	law	Michael	

Nalipi.	He	was	83.	Most	of	you	knew	him	as	'Pops'.	His	child	hood	friends	and	family	members	called	

him	'Junior'.

(rotating	guides	for	day	2),	

Day 1: Temperature	 was	 in	 the	 upper	 30’s;	

with	 overcast	 sky,	 rain,	 and	 gusts	 above	 40	

mph.	 It	 was	 the	  irst	 time	 I	 have	 ever	 seen	

white	caps	on	the	river.	The	Ludington	ferry,	

The	Badger,	wisely	stayed	in	port.	The	water	

had	a	green	tinge	from	recent	rains.

We	 left	 the	 Bear	 Creek	 ramp	 a	 little	 past	 7	

AM.	After	a	short	run	upriver	we	set	up	by	the	

old	 Indian	 camp.	 	 Sean’s	 rod	 doubled	 over	

 irst	with	line	peeling	off	downstream.	Capt.	Mike	said	he	needed	to	“chase	that	 ish”	as	he	was	already	50	yds.	downstream	

and	heading	for	a	nasty	blow	down,	so	up	came	the	chain	and	an	accelerated	row	in	pursuit	followed.	Sean	kept	a	tight	line	

and	was	able	to	turn	the	big	male’s	head.	After	several	runs	up	&	back	down	stream,	Mike	put	us	on	a	sand	bar	and	the	land-

ing.		

The	King	weighed	22#	on	the	Boca	Grip	and	Mike	said	that	two	weeks	earlier	

that	  ish	would	have	 gone	 27#,	 just	 gauging	 from	his	 frame	and	 the	 thinning	

that	had	taken	place	on	his	belly	and	shoulder	areas	from	being	in	the	river.		

We	had	 an	 awesome	day	picking	up	 four	more	Kings	 below	 the	Orchard	 and	

our	last	four	down	in	the	Devil’s	Elbow	area.	For	the	day	we	had	landed	9,	lost	6	

and	gave	up	2	plugs	to	the	river	lumber.	Boat	#2	landed	7	Kings	for	a	great	day	

as	well.	

Day 2: Low	 30’s,	 breezy,	 overcast	 early.	 Sean	 &	 I	 met Dave	 Kane	 at	 Potters	

Landing	shortly	after	7AM	and	headed	upstream	to	a	King	hot	spot	from	years	

past.	 The	 lines	 weren’t	 in	 the	 water	 two	 minutes	 when	 upriver	 came	 a	 craft	

with	no	marker	lights	(still	pre-dawn)	and	proceeded	to	anchor	just	below	our	

plugs.	Capt.	Dave	was	a	little	irritated	by	the	lack	of	river	ethics.	It	was	a	Satur-

day	and	there	is	a	lot	of	out-of-state	and	green	horn	traf ic	on	the	weekends.	Courtesy	of	others	 ishing	is	a	rarity	anymore.	

(No-wake	passing,	setting	up	directly	below	another	 isherman	and	so	on…)	We	reset	the	boat	a	little	farther	up	river	but	

were	now	in	a	more	Steelie	looking	stretch.		

We	ran	plugs	and	back	bounced	Skein	spawn	for	an	hour	plus	with	no	takers.	We	repositioned	and	bottom	bounced	spawn	

for	Steelies	until	9AM	without	a	touch.	Capt.	Dave	was	starting	to	get	itchy	by	now	and	another	move	was	in	order.	We	head-

ed	upriver	around	the	bend,	no	holes	open,	so	ended	up	in	the	“Wood	Pile”.		It	is	tight	and	hard	to	get	into,	but	few	will	 ish	it,	

because	of	this.	Dave	only	let	out	two,	hand	held	rods	in	this	con ined	space.		

I	saw	Sean’s	rod	tip	double	over	and	almost	touch	the	water	as	Capt.	Dave	pointed.	“There”!	A	Steelie	was	leaping	about	30	

yds	down	from	the	boat	in	somewhat	open	water.	Dave	scrambled	to	the	oars,	raised	the	anchor	and	began	to	drift	us	down	

in	between	the	log	strewn	chute.	Sean	had	his	hands	full	as	the	Steely	made	two	more	jumps	and	tried	to	head	upriver.	Capt.	

Dave	was	busy	handling	 the	boat,	 so	 I	 had	 the	 good	 fortune	of	 being	 available	 for	 landing	duty.	 On	 the	 fourth	pass	 Sean	

coaxed	the	brute	to	where	I	made	a	lunging	(not	so	graceful)	landing.	Capt.	Dave	commented	after	the	pictures	that	Sean	was	

indeed	very	fortunate	to	land	the	13#	fresh-in	Chromer,	in	that;
