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Striped Bass Fishing Research and First Experiences - Dan Keifer 

Henry	Nabors	said	“Dan,	now	that	your	are	moving	to	DC	and	won’t	be	a	regular	crew	member	on	The	Alternative”	as	you	have	been	
for	the	past	eight	years,	why	don’t	you	learn	about	striped	bass	�ishing	in	your	area	and	we’ll	meet	to	�ish	together	next	year?”	Dan	
replied	“I’ll	look	into	that	and	get	back	to	you	so	we	can	set	up	a	trip	in	the	spring.”	Dan	sent	an	email	in	October:	“Fished	on	a	party	
boat	for	striped	bass	-	one	small	one	caught.	I	did	meet	Larry	and	talked	about	his	experiences	on	the	Chesapeake	Bay;	Larry	has	a	
boat	and	has	�ished	the	Chesapeake	since	a	kid.”	

Dan sent the following story: Larry,	contacted	me	and	asked	if	I	wanted	to	join	him	and	his	friend	Dale	for	a	day	on	the	water.	Dale	
and	Larry	are	�ishing	nuts;	both	great	guys	are	part	of	the	�ishing	brotherhood.	Two	weeks	later	we	�ished	in	what	is	known	as	low-
er	Chesapeake	Bay.	Left	out	of	the	NE	tip	of	Virginia,	at	the	mouth	of	the	Potomac	River.	The	Potomac	is	about	10	miles	wide	at	that	
point	where	it	meets	the	bay.	The	bay	is	very	wide	at	this	point;	you	can	see	a	spot	of	land	here	and	there	which	are	islands	and	pen-
insulas	on	the	eastern	shore	of	Maryland.	

It	was	in	the	40s	and	very	windy	to	start	the	day,	so	had	to	�ish	up	the	Poto-
mac	to	be	in	the	lee	of	land	to	the	north.	The	wind	slowly	slackened	through	
the	day,	and	by	the	afternoon	it	was	�lat	and	the	air	warm.	Water	temp	was	49	
degrees;	target	depth	was	60-70	ft.	

Had	 no	 strikes	 for	 a	 long	 time.	 Radio	 chatter	 from	 other	 boats	 reported	
same.		We	were	bored	out	of	our	skulls	
and	 truly	 thought	 it	was	going	 to	be	a	
skunked	day	-	until	a	big	one	hit.	

The	 �ish	 hit	 what	 is	 known	 as	 a	 para-
chute	 lure,	 which	 is	 a	 bucktail	 jig	 on	
steroids	 (see	 picture).	 The	 jig	 is	
dressed	with	 an	 oversize	 rubber-body	
known	 here	 as	 a	 shad.	 	 They	 also	 use	
some	 large	 body	baits.	 They	don't	 use	
downriggers	 or	 dipsy	 divers	 or	 lead/
copper	 wire...it's	 all	 very	 primitive	 by	

Great	Lakes	standards.		All	weight	and	depth	is	done	by	inline	weights	of	vari-
ous	sizes.	Planer	boards	are	popular	and	in	fact	this	�ish	hit	the	outer	line	on	a	
planer	board.	

The	�ish	ran	a	loooong	initial	run,	then	settled	into	a	heavy	pressure.		Probably	
fought	him	for	15	minutes	or	so.		None	of	the	speed	of	a	salmon,	though,	and	it	
had	no	 �ight	 left	at	 the	net	unlike	our	salmon.	 	 I	played	 it	extremely	ginger-
ly...by	our	rules,	we	would	have	been	worried	it	was	going	to	work	the	hook	loose,	but	no	talk	of	that	here.		The	rod	was	extremely	
heavy	duty;	I	would	have	preferred	something	a	little	lighter	for	a	better	�ight.	

At	the	same	time	as	this	�ish	hit,	we	also	got	two	other	heavy	hits.	One	was	a	knock-off;	the	other	a	solid	strike	that	was	lost	due	to	
drag	set	too	tight.	

Back	to	equipment.	They	also	don't	use	line	counters,	so	precision	of	depth	of	presentation	was	totally	by	feel/experience.	I'm	left	
with	great	curiosity	how	more	effective	Great	Lakes	techniques	would	be.	One	article	Larry	gave	me	about	striper	 �ishing	talked	
about	use	of	spoons...larger	than	what	we	are	used	to	but	still	a	light	weight	lure	compared	to	the	large	bucktail	leadhead	jigs.	May-
be	the	salt	water	corrosiveness	impedes	use	of	more	sophisticated	gear?	

The	general	reports	were	that	the	big	 �ish	were	few	and	far	between,	abnormal	 for	this	
time	of	year.	The	big	�ish	migrate	a	lot,	so	it's	just	as	dependent	on	weather/season	pat-
terns	as	any	other	�ishing.	The	big	�ish	come	up	into	the	Chesapeake	from	the	ocean	this	
time	of	year...drop	back	out	as	the	winter	cools	the	water	more...then	come	back	up	into	
the	bay	late	winter	to	spawn.		We	marked	a	lot	of	�ish	on	the	electronics...Larry	and	Dale	
reported	most	of	 that	was	bait.	But	again,	 it	 seemed	 imprecise	 to	me	whether	we	were	
presenting	our	baits	at	the	proper	depth	to	be	in	the	strike	zone.	

I've	added	a	few	more	pictures	to	give	you	sense	of	the	water/boating	conditions.	Doesn't	
do	it	 justice	showing	how	rough	it	was	for	the	�irst	3	hours	of	the	day.	The	photo	of	the	
wake	at	dusk	was	on	the	way	home	on	a	�lat	sea...at	45	knots!
