METRO WEST 2010 BOAT TOURNAMENT AND BOAT OUTING RULES

1. Gieneral:
A Boat must have a Metro West membier aboard, no paid charters, and fly a club flag.
B. I.N.R. fishing rules apply with a maximun of nine{9) rods per boat
C. Eligible species are Atlantic, Chinook, Coho, Pink Salmon, Brown or Lake Trout, Steelhead, or Skamania. Salmonoid species
must be a minimun of 16" long to be Weighed. Walleyelminimun 15" long) and Perch are eligible for designated events (dnr.
rules for pink)
I, Boats will have at least two (2) persons aboard during tournaments. minimum age of twelve years ald {12)and boaters saloty
certificate. A working compass and all standard Coast Gaurd equipment also required.
L. All participants must sign a release of liability agreement before the tournament siarls; forms must be on shore and proof of
release given to the port captain before weigh-in is official or the boat is disqualified from that event
F. A minimuwn of three (3) boats to constitule a tournament. '
2. Time:
A, Starting time will be set at the discretion of the port chairman, no carlier than one(1) hour before sunrise. Lines shall not be set
prior to the designated starting time. All boats will leave from tournament port. Only exception: in Lake Erie Tournaments held
from any Michigan port, boats may launch at any of the other Lake Erie Michigan ports.
B. Tourmament ending time is 1:00 pm or the discretion of the port chairman in advance.
C. A three (3} hour minimun time is required to constitute an official lourmament.
D, Tournament participants must be im line by 2:00 pm for weigh in with fish and one crew person, initial and write in time on
weight in sheet, unless approval for tardiness is given by the port chairman, or his designee(boal problems ect.). There will be
five (S)points deducted from total score when late and every fifieen (15) minutes after that up to forty-five (45) minutes. After
forty-five (43) minutes you will be disqualified. And 10 be determined the day of the tournament.
3. Postponements and cancellations:
A, All decisions regarding postponement or cancellations of a tournament will be made by
the port chairman and/or the tounament chairman. With concederation to small eraft advisories in the area.
BE. Postponements will be made by start time with antomatic review as needed by port captain.
If a tournament is canceled, the tournament will be held the [ollowing day, unless otherwise notified
. Sunday toumaments are from the designated starting time until 12:00, with weigh in at 1:00
4 Communication:
A All tournament boats must have a working radie (channel 68 is the official channel for Metro west)
B. call all boats at 9:00 a.m. for check in. Boat captains must respond by 9:30. Failure 1o do this is a {ifteen (15} point deduction
from total seore.
C. The port chairman shall designate another captain to call the tourmament when leaving the lake o prepare for the weigh in.
D. All caplaing must eall the port chairman or his designee after pulling lines and when they are in the harbor, or indicate they
will be staying out, so that all boats are accounted for.
5. Entries:
A, Entry fee is $10.00 per person up to four (4) people, extra people on the boat will pay E6.00per person, except for
persons of the age sixteen (16) or under. Meals will be $6.00 for non-fishing and non-tourmament attendees,
B. All entry fees will include a $5.00 big fish fee per boar.
C. Any money remaining after the tournament has concloded, will be put into the boat escrow fund,
D). The port chairman will be reimbursed from the eserow fund, if the tournament expenses Fxceed the amount collected.(Iry 10
stay in budget)
E. Registration should be made no later than three (3) days prioe to the tournament. Late entries or cancellalions can be made
prior to the starting time of the tournament by contacting the port chairman, the tournament Chairman, or other designated
persons.
F. No-shows and cancellations made less than three days of toumament a fee of $6.00 per person meal money. Members in arrcars
will not be allowed Lo participate in any event until all arrearage are paid.
G, Townament and big fish winners will be paid in cash al the next metro west meeting.
fr. Scoming and prizes:
A, Weight in is one persons legal limit out of port fishing.
B. The boat captain is to sign the weigh-in sheet
C. One (1) point per pound and 5 points per {ish will be used when abulating each boats score.
[}, For outings the port chairman’s tules apply.
L. Prizes will be awarded as follows : 6 boats ot less 1™ 50%, 2% 30%, 3™ 20%
Tto 12 boats  [™ 40%, 2 30%, 3" 20%, 4" 10% 13 or more 1% 30%, 2% 25%, 3" 20%, 4" 15%, 5" 10%
